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1 Background

SMART-PL is a 3-year project, focused on introducing a model of personalised
learning, based on the virtual learning environment of Intellectual Tutoring "Learning
with No Limits". Intellectual tutoring is a set of learning tools: SMART online platform
for virtual personalised learning and formative student assessment; co-working centre
with equipment for organising hybrid learning, which increases the educational
process's efficiency and gives both teachers and students more opportunities.
"Learning with No Limits" means that all students are welcomed - regardless of age,
personality, socioeconomic status, or educational needs, regardless of the opportunity
to be present in the audience or not. The project is divided into 7 WPs which are linked
to promoting the cooperation of partners to implement the European experience of
personalised learning; improving educational programs of universities; increasing
transparency and comprehensibility of education and assessment for students
(including the results of non-formal education), reducing students’ anxiety as for their
professional expertise and forming their confidence to achieve efficient results; to
improve the quality of teaching materials; to facilitate students’ mobility, including in
virtual mode, on a university/country scale, inter-university/country levels); to create
extra opportunities to get higher education for people with disabilities and specific
academic needs through inclusive education and the implemented model of
personalised learning and hybrid technologies.

The fundamental principle of the project is a personalised approach aimed at forming
a highly qualified competitive specialist who can conduct innovative activities and has
the skills of continuous professional development. The personalised approach is
characterised by innovative teaching methods, designed to encourage collaboration
between students and teachers, emphasising the central role of students in controlling
their learning.
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2 Introduction

The purpose of the document is to formulate the principles of personalised learning to
be set up and piloted at the Ukrainians universities — members of SMART-PL
consortium. The key objective of the personalised learning is to increase student
engagement, improve learning outcomes, and create individual ways for students to
achieve success. By adapting the educational experience to the diverse needs,
interests and abilities of each student, a university strives to create a more inclusive
and effective learning environment. This document outlines the internal rules and
guidelines for the use of personalized learning technologies and strategies at
Ukrainian universities — SMART-PL members.

The document is intended for SMART-PL team members, Members of Board
management, members of quality assurance team.
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3 Glossary

Personalized learning - An educational approach that adapts learning, pace, content
and learning environment to the individual needs, preferences and interests of each
student.

Individualization - The process of adapting teaching, curriculum, and assessment to
students' unique learning styles, abilities, and interests.

Flexibility - The degree to which learning experiences, schedules, and trajectories
can be customized and adapted to individual student needs and preferences.
Engagement - The level of involvement, interest and motivation of students in the
learning process, including active participation, curiosity and enthusiasm for learning.
Data-Informed Decision Making - The practice of using data about students,
including grades, performance indicators, and feedback, to make instructional
decisions, interventions, and improvements.

Continuous Improvement - The ongoing process of evaluating, improving, and
improving teaching methods, curricula, and support services with the goal of improving
learning outcomes and the student experience.

Technology Integration - Incorporating educational technologies, such as learning
management systems, digital tools, and multimedia resources, into curriculum design
and delivery to improve the learning process and learning outcomes.

Learning Pathways - An individualized sequence of courses, activities, and learning
experiences designed to help students achieve their academic and career goals based
on their interests, abilities, and aspirations.

Academic Advising - A support service provided to students to assist them in defining
educational goals, planning academic work, and navigating university policies,
procedures, and resources.

Tutoring and Mentoring - Programs and services that provide individualized
academic support, guidance, and mentoring to students to help them overcome
challenges, develop skills, and achieve academic success.

Accessibility Services - Support and accommodation services provided to students
with disabilities to ensure equal access to educational programs, facilities, and
resources.

Curriculum Development and Implementation - The process of designing,
developing, and providing educational content, activities, and assessments to achieve
educational goals and meet student needs.

Assessment and Feedback Strategies - Techniques and methods used to assess
student learning, provide feedback and evaluate progress towards learning objectives,
including formative assessment, summative assessment and peer feedback.

Data Privacy and Security - Policies, practices and measures implemented to protect
the confidentiality, integrity and security of student data and information collected and
maintained by the University.

Continuous Improvement and Evaluation - The process of systematically
reviewing, analyzing, and evaluating the effectiveness of educational programs,
practices, and policies to identify areas for improvement and inform decision-making.
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Compliance and Ethics - Adherence to legal requirements, ethical standards, and
professional codes of conduct in all aspects of the University's operations, including
academic integrity, research ethics, and institutional governance.

Communication and Collaboration - Exchange of information, ideas, and feedback
among students, faculty, staff, and stakeholders, and coordination and collaboration
among individuals and teams to achieve common goals and objectives.

Stakeholder Engagement - Engaging students, faculty, staff, alumni, and external
partners in decision-making processes, planning initiatives, and quality improvement
to ensure relevance to their needs, priorities, and perspectives.

Professional Development - Activities, programs, and resources designed to
enhance the knowledge, skills, and competencies of faculty, staff, and administrators
to support their professional growth, effectiveness, and career advancement.
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4 Principles of personalised learning

Here comes the overview of the principles of the personalised learning (PL) which is
the integral part of the overall PL approach. Full description of the PL principles, actors,
stakeholders and roadmap on design and piloting PL at the partner universities are
given at the Policies document (in Ukrainian).

4.1 Individualisation

Individualization is the fundamental principle of personalized education at the
university. It emphasizes the importance of tailoring the educational experience to the
unique needs, interests, and abilities of each student. Individualization involves:

- Carrying out a comprehensive assessment of the strengths and weaknesses of
students and their educational profiles for making decisions about education.

- Giving students choice and autonomy in learning, allowing them to study topics
that interest them and demonstrate mastery in a variety of ways.

- Using adaptive learning technologies and personalized learning platforms to
deliver content and activities that adapt to student progress and learning
trajectories in real time.

- Collaborating with students to set personalized learning goals and regularly
monitoring their progress toward those goals through formative assessment
and feedback mechanisms.

- Encouraging independent learning skills and metacognitive strategies that
enable students to take responsibility for their educational path and reflect on
the learning process.

4.2 Flexibility

Flexibility emphasizes the need to accommodate a variety of learning preferences,
schedules, and circumstances. This approach promotes student autonomy,
motivation, and resilience, which ultimately improves their overall learning experience
and outcomes. Students have different commitments, responsibilities and paces of
learning, and therefore need adaptive approaches to their educational experience,
namely:

- Various ways to access and interact with course content, including face-to-face
lectures, online modules, interactive simulations, or hands-on learning
opportunities.

- Enabling students to tailor their learning experience to their preferences,
through the selection of elective courses, project topics, and encouragement to
participate in interdisciplinary research.

- Implementing flexible scheduling options, including asynchronous online
classes or blended learning formats, to meet the needs of students who have
work, family, or other commitments.
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- Supporting alternative assessment methods that allow students to demonstrate
their knowledge and skills in different formats, such as portfolios, presentations,
performances or real projects.

- Establishing policies and procedures to accommodate students with disabilities
or special needs, ensuring equal access to educational opportunities and
resources.

4.3 Engagement

This principle recognizes that engaged students are more likely to exert effort,
persevere through challenges, and achieve meaningful learning outcomes. This
approach not only improves students' academic performance, but also produces
students who are lifelong learners with the skills, attitudes, and habits necessary to
thrive in a rapidly evolving world. Engagement includes:

- Organization of educational activities that are relevant, meaningful and related
to the interests, goals and real experience of students.

- Implementation of active learning strategies that encourage students to
construct knowledge, solve problems, and collaborate, such as discussions,
group projects, case studies, and hands-on activities.

- Using multimedia resources, technologically enhanced learning environments
and interactive tools to create a dynamic and interesting learning process that
meets a variety of learning styles and preferences.

- Giving students the opportunity to make choices, set goals and take
responsibility for their learning, developing a sense of autonomy, independence
and internal motivation.

- Creating a supportive and inclusive learning community where students feel
valued, respected and connected to their peers, teachers and the wider
university community.

- Offer timely and constructive feedback that recognizes student effort,
acknowledges their progress, and guides their continued learning and
development.

- Celebrating achievements, milestones and successes to strengthen students'
sense of success and promote a positive learning culture.

4.4 Data-driven decision making

Data-driven decision-making is a key principle of personalized learning at the
university, which emphasizes the systematic collection, analysis and use of student
data to inform learning practices, interventions and support services, with mandatory
compliance with relevant data protection regulations, in particular the General
Regulation data protection (GDPR). In practice, data-based decision-making involves:
- Collecting student data, including academic performance, learning behaviors,
engagement levels, demographic information, and social-emotional factors,
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through various assessment methods, learning analytics platforms, and student
information systems.

Analyze student data using quantitative and qualitative methods such as
statistical analysis, trend detection, predictive modeling, and qualitative coding
to identify patterns, trends, and correlations that can be used to inform
instructional planning and intervention strategies.

Collaborate with students, parents, and support staff to interpret and
contextualize student data, identify strengths and opportunities for growth, and
collaboratively develop individualized learning plans and interventions that
meet individual needs and goals.

Monitoring student progress and outcomes over time, tracking changes in
performance, engagement and well-being, and adjusting instructional
strategies and support services accordingly to optimize student success.
Ensuring the ethical and responsible use of student data, including compliance
with confidentiality rules, data security protocols and ethical principles, to
protect the rights, confidentiality and privacy of students.

4.5 Continuous improvement

Continuous improvement emphasizes an iterative process of reflecting on current
practices, identifying areas for improvement, implementing changes, and evaluating
results to drive continuous growth and innovation. This principle recognizes that the
educational context, student needs, and technology change over time, requiring a
dynamic and operational approach to personalized learning initiatives. In practice, this
means:

Establishing mechanisms to collect feedback from students, faculty,
administrative staff, and other stakeholders regarding the effectiveness and
impact of personalized learning strategies, technologies, and support services.
Analyze feedback and data on student learning outcomes, engagement levels,
satisfaction ratings, and other relevant metrics to identify strengths and areas
for improvement within personalized learning initiatives.

Participate in regular analysis and evaluation of personalized learning
programs, policies, and practices to determine their alignment with institutional
goals, pedagogical principles, and best practices in the field.

Encouraging experimentation and innovation in personalized learning
approaches, such as piloting new technologies, redesigning curriculum
structures, or implementing new learning strategies, to test hypotheses and
explore promising practices.

Providing professional development opportunities and resources to support
faculty, administrators, and support staff to keep abreast of advances in
personalized learning research, theory, and practice.
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Collaborate with external partners, such as industry experts, education
researchers, and public stakeholders, to leverage external expertise,
resources, and perspectives in a continuous improvement process.
Communicate the results, received recommendations on continuous
improvement initiatives to the stakeholders of the university community through
transparent and inclusive channels, contributing to the formation of a culture of
transparency and accountability.
